Bluetooth Connection Notes for Mac OS X 10.4 – 10.5 
 
Insure the target machine is running OS X 10.4 or later. If not, run OS X "Software 
Update..." to get the latest OS X version. 
 
Bluetooth adaptor note.  
When using a Mac without built-in Bluetooth, you will need a Bluetooth USB adaptor. 
One very good Bluetooth adaptor is the D-Link DBT-120.  
 
Run System Preferences by clicking on the Apple in the upper left of the Mac and 
selecting System Preferences… 

 
 
Click the Bluetooth entry of System Preferences. If you don’t see a Bluetooth entry, your 
Mac likely does not have Bluetooth or it is not working. 

 
 
Click “Set Up New Device…” 



 

 
 
Click “Continue”. 

 
 



 

Select “Any Device”. 
Be sure the LaserChamp scanner Bluetooth radio is on and click “Continue” 
The LaserChamp Bluetooth radio is activated by briefly pressing the scan button. 

 
 
OS X will display nearby Bluetooth devices.  

 
 



 

Click “Passkey Options…” then select “Use a specific passkey” and click OK. 

 
 
Enter “0000” for the “Passkey:” field. 

 
 



 

OS X will display “There were no supported services found on your device”. This is 
normal. 
Click “Continue” 

 
 
Click “Quit”, and your done. 
Launch SerialMagic and select the LaserChamp added.
